Controls and time points will
define the route as well as vias which must be visited in the order stated.

All drivers and navigators must hold a valid competition licence of an appropriate grade and all drivers
must  be  listed  on  the  IRDS/BRDS database  which  is  published  weekly  on  the  Motorsport  Ireland
website.
